SUMMARY:

BIOL 334 consists of testing that includes questions of the following types: multiple choice. short answer and essay. The course begins with an online ‘test of background knowledge quiz, followed by a midterm assessment that covers Unit 1 material and a final assessment that covers Unit 2 material. A poster presentation conference is comprised of a collection of assessments (including a proposal, poster presentation, discussion during the conference, poster peer review, and post-conference summary report), this group project spans most of the term, with the conference taking place during the final two weeks of classes.
DUTIES:

The BIOL 334 TA(s) are responsible for grading the midterm and final assessments, adding up and checking grades on these assessments. In addition, the TAs are expected to assist with moderating the virtual poster presentation conference and assist with grading the group poster presentations. TAs may occasionally meet with students who require help to understand material and concepts from lecture, or that require assistance to complete course assessments. TAs may also need to clarify feedback provided to students for any graded assessments.  
EVALUATION:

TAs will automatically receive an evaluation of their performance at the end of term. This evaluation will be provided by the Course Coordinator, or Instructor, as appropriate.

TAs are encouraged to conduct their own informal evaluations of their performance with their tutorial groups, independent of the USAT evaluation process.
