SUMMARY:

Biotechnology BIOL 360 examines the scientific foundations, applications, and societal implications of biotechnology. Topics may include biotechnology in medicine, agriculture, industry, food production, and environmental systems, with consideration of biological principles, ethical issues, and regulatory frameworks. Course assessments may include written assignments, tutorial activities, case studies, quizzes or examinations, and other applied learning activities.

DUTIES:

The BIOL 360 TA(s) will assist with grading course assessments, including written assignments, tutorial activities, and the final exam. TA responsibilities may also include attending and facilitating selected tutorials or small-group discussions related to course content. TAs may be expected to provide feedback on student work, respond to student questions related to course material and assessments, assist students in understanding biological concepts and their societal implications, and help maintain consistency in grading across assessments. Additional duties may include attending course coordination meetings and supporting general course administration.
EVALUATION:

TAs will automatically receive an evaluation of their performance at the end of term. This evaluation will be provided by the Course Coordinator, or Instructor, as appropriate.

TAs are encouraged to conduct their own informal evaluations of their performance with their tutorial groups, independent of the QSSET evaluation process.
