SUMMARY:

This course provides advanced investigation into evolutionary genetics, with an emphasis on case studies and critical thinking. The course involves 2 in-person lectures each week, and 1.5 hour tutorials every other week. TAs are needed to prepare, supervise and grade assignments, to evaluate student presentations and papers, and to run group discussions during in-person tutorials. 
DUTIES:

1) To prepare, supervise, and grade exercises during tutorial sessions.
2) To run student seminars, provide written evaluations of seminars, and encourage class discussion.
3) To assist with grading assignments and tests
EVALUATION:

TAs will automatically receive a written evaluation of their performance at the end of term. This evaluation will be provided by the Course Co-ordinator.
