Outline of Topics: 
Attending a diverse array of seminars is an essential component in the development of a student. The aim of this course is to develop skills in listening, synthesizing and critical thinking, as well as fostering the development of important oral and written communication skills. Students are required to attend and evaluate departmental or specialized research seminars as well as to present a seminar based on their graduate thesis research.
Please note that enrolment is extended over a period of SIX terms ONLY.  

Students must register in two academic years.  Ensure that you email the Biology Graduate Assistant (Joanne Surette) to register you for the second year.
Synopsis:
There are two components to this course:
I. Students will attend and write brief critiques of seminars chosen from our Department Seminar Series, a specialized seminar series, and relevant seminars from other units on campus or elsewhere (e.g. RMC). A few seminars from the Department Seminar Series must be included.

II. Students will present a seminar based on their research (i) to a specialized seminar series in our department, (ii) as a formal Departmental Seminar, or (iii) at some other venue in consultation with the course coordinator.
